TREASURERS REPORT; 1st April 2010 to 31st March 2011

FUNDS

The funds are divided among two major categories: Designated Funds and Reserves.

Designated Funds comprise the World Jamboree Fund, and the Hardship Fund.  Although these funds have been targeted for specific uses the Executive may still change their status at any time, if deemed necessary for the benefit of the District. 

RESERVES

The District Executive has agreed to retain the majority of its funds in Reserve and to utilise the interest earned as income in order to promote and support Scouting in Plymouth.  At 31st March 2011 the Reserves amounted to just over £130,500, of which £78,500 is invested in a Britannia Building Society Charities account (£79,000 at March 2010), and £52,000 is invested with the Scout Short Term Investment Service (STIS).  In addition the interest-earning loan to 1st Roborough Scout Group is classified as a reserve for accounting purposes and this continues to be reduced ahead of the full repayment schedule.

BUDGET

The District Executive remains committed to support the development of young persons through the medium of the Scouting Movement as the principal objective.  This is done through Section budgets, additional skills training and travel subsidies etc. 

In the past our principal source of income has been interest earned from our investments.  However, the last year has seen further significant falls in interest rates which has, in turn, reduced our projected income.

Consequently, and as in the previous period, it was not possible to produce a balanced budget for the current year and we shall be using some of our reserves in maintaining the programme of activities.

FIXED ASSETS

The property of Glenholt campsite (Gilwood) is owned by the District and is held in trust by the Scout Association Trust Corporation, Baden-Powell House, Queens Gate, London, SW7 5JS.

The District, together with the other two Plymouth Districts (Plymstock & Oreston and Plympton & Ivybridge) is joint owner of the properties of Blindmans Wood Scout Centre, Saltash Passage Water Activities centre and Callisham Cross campsite. The Scout Association Trust Corporation also holds these in trust.  The Plymouth Scout Shop located in Blindmans Wood is also a jointly managed venture of the three Districts. The management of these properties is vested in the Plymouth Scout Properties Trust. The assets of this part-ownership are not separately realisable and consequently are not shown in the Statement of Assets within this report.

LIABILITIES

The District has no outstanding liabilities.

DEBTORS

The District has debtors (excluding loans in repayment for 1st Roborough and 35th Plymouth) of some £3015 comprising overdue Capitation for 2011 of £728 for 11th Devonport (in addition to their outstanding debt of £3016). Short term debtors, as reported, account for £11760 of funds due to the District for their 2011/2012 Capitation.  
ACCOUNTING POLICY

The Plymouth District Scout Council is a trust established under rules common to all Districts.  Trustees are appointed in accordance with the Policy, Organisation & Rules of the Scout Association.

The accounts have been drawn up on the receipts and payments basis defined in POR.   The accounts also comply with The Charity Commission “Statement of Recommended Practise” (SORP), updated and applicable from April 2007
